



KarmelSonix Limited Is Rapidly Growing, Represented by its New Partnership with Pneumo Care Healthcare Private Limited in India. 

KarmelSonix Limited is a global leader in developing acoustic respiratory monitoring devices for disease management of asthma and related pulmonary disorders. 
The Company’s proprietary technology responds to an unmet need for accurate, low cost, easy-to-use devices to identify and quantify the presence of wheezes and cough. 

Its leading technologies are the WHolter™ and WheezoMeter™ which measure quantifiable wheeze and cough. There is currently no other technology available on the market that can do this.

The WheezoMeter™ analyses 30 seconds of breath sounds using advanced signal processing algorithms to detect, quantify and objectively document the presence of wheeze and its extent, otherwise known as the WheezeRATE™.

The WHolter™ is the first ambulatory wheeze and cough 24-hour recorder that documents objectively and quantitatively patients with asthma and other related respiratory disorders.

Mr. Paul Eisen, Managing Director of Europe and Asia Pacific KarmelSonix Limited said the Company’s technology represents a breakthrough for the massive asthma market, “In Australia, 15% of people have asthma. This is double that of people with Type Two diabetes. Costs exceed $US15 billion in the US alone. There are good drugs and treatment protocols available today for people who suffer from asthma and other respiratory disorders, but what is lacking is the ability to quantify it. Our technology is the first to address this issue,” Mr. Eisen told the Australian Investor, “There is a greater need for better diagnosis and treatment.”

Mr. Eisen has extensive experience in the commercial side of medical devices, particularly in the respiratory field. He joined KarmelSonix six months ago and was previously the Senior Vice President for ResMed for seven years.

KarmelSonix is growing rapidly and presently has distribution partners throughout Europe, Asia and the US. The Company recently achieved FDA approval in the US and TGA approval on home soil in Australia.

The Company recently reported that it has welcomed a new distribution partner in India.

KarmelSonix announced the appointment of Pneumo Care Healthcare Private Limited as its distribution partner covering the North, East and West of India.

The appointment is in line with the Company’s strategy to rapidly expand distribution in the key Asia Pacific markets where India is a major focus. 

Pneumo Care distributes medical products into the respiratory marketplace with significant expertise in this area. In particular, Pneumo Care was exclusively responsible for the establishment and growth of ResMed’s respiratory and sleep business over a 14 year period, taking it to the number one position in India. Pneumo Care has the unique combination of experience in both the hospital and homecare markets, which are the two key areas KarmelSonix is targeting for its wheeze detection technology.

Pneumo Care’s focus will be to sell the PulmoTrack® into the hospital environment, and the WheezoMeter™ into both the private patient market and doctor’s surgeries.

Pneumo Care in conjunction with KarmelSonix has also developed a continuous revenue model for the upcoming release of the ambulatory monitoring device, the WHolter™. 

KarmelSonix has received an initial commitment for the placement of 100 WheezoMeters™ plus PulmoTracks® and WHolters™. 

Mr. Eisen highlighted that the new partnership with Pneumo Care represents an important growth opportunity for the KarmelSonix, “Partnering with Pneumo Care represents our most significant growth opportunity in the Asia Pacific region. Along with Sapco Laboratories in South India, we now have complete geographic coverage of India with a committed sales force of over 50 staff on the ground. India has a massive population of 1.1 billion people, 40 million of which are asthmatics. The country has experts in respiratory who we believe can take new technology to open doors,” Mr. Eisen told the Australian Investor, “We have fantastic partners worldwide. We are signing with them based on their knowledge of respiratory disorders. We know and trust them.” 

The partnership is already proving successful, “The first orders have already been placed by Pneumo Care. We are currently holding training and lectures with the Company in Delhi.” 

Mr. Eisen reflected on KarmelSonix’s main strengths, “The technology that we have developed is unique and presently has no competitors. But our main strength is our first grade people. We are going after the best people in the respiratory field, including people who have a strong reputation in the field, and are able to open the appropriate doors. We are conducting excellent research and development in Israel and Australia, headed by leaders in the field.” 

KarmelSonix recently appointed two new experts to its growing team. Mr. Adrian Smith (former Chief Financial Officer and Chief Operating Officer ResMed, Europe) has been appointed General Manger Europe and Mr. Lasse Beijer (former Managing Director Nordics ResMed) has been appointed Manager of Nordics KarmelSonix.

Looking to the future, Mr. Eisen concluded, “Our priority this year is to raise the awareness of our technology rapidly and to ramp up revenue generation.” 
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
